first to tuition and fees. Remaining funds may then be used toward the purchase of books through
Waubonsee’s Bookstores.

e Scholarship awards apply to credit courses only.

e All applications and required documents MUST be submitted online. We cannot accept printed copies.

e Applicants selected to receive a scholarship will be notified via email.

e Scholarship recipients will be required to submit a photo of themselves and a thank you message for
the scholarship donor(s). Donors will be provided with profiles of their scholarship recipients that
contain the recipients’ photos, thank you messages, and scholarship application essays.
